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Abstract

This study discusses the roles exerted by King Saud Bin Abdulaziz
for his country since he was young, and his participation in the
unity of the Kingdom areas supporting his father King Abdulaziz,
until he was assumed responsibilities as a crown prince and then
became the king. To discuss this study and according to the
importance of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia history it is essential
to go back to the history of the Kingdom before its unity, and the
role played by King Abdulaziz in order to unify the Kingdom
areas.
